Payments were received from 24 full members and
13 associate members. Total contacts in the database stands at 55 (for some
organizations we have two contact people noted). Peter Ryan (Ireland)
suggested all Universities should be associate members.

Other activity:
NZ opened two new embassies in Dublin and Stockholm. Frank attended the
annual EBO conference in Brussels. EU is spending more time on formulating
a China trade and investment policy. The EU-NZ FTA process is progressing
as expected but even after agreement, full implementation will take some
time.
